DETAILS OF PLAYER AVAILABILITY FOR STATE TEAMS

1.  Availability Form

1.1        This form is the means of advising Selectors of your availability for State Team selection and is not binding.

1.2         Confirmation of receipt of your availability form will be issued by the Chairman of Selectors with selection components and guidelines.

1.3         The Selection Committee have declared that a player must play in a minimum of 3 singles events (in the age group for which they are available) in Tasmanian Open Tournaments in order to have their availability for selection considered.

2.  Withdrawals

2.1         You may elect to withdraw your availability prior to the selection date. This must be done in writing to the Chairman of Selectors.

3.  Funding Assistance

3.1         The State Government assistance for State team travel, is not available for any sport. Therefore, intending players should realize that, in the absence of any fundraising, they will be required to fully fund any costs associated with their membership of a team.

3.2          All players are expected to participate and co-operate in all fundraising activities organized by the TTTA or Branch Associations which directly or indirectly assist the funding of State Teams.

4.  Training

4.1           Players are to attend training sessions as and when directed by the State Selectors and failure to attend may jeopardise selection.

4.2           Reports on training performance may be sought by the State Selectors from individual’s coaches either prior to or after team selection.

5.  Residential Qualifications

5.1           To be eligible for State selection, a player must have resided continuously in Tasmania for six months prior to the closing date of entries for the Championships for which the player is entered.

6.  Compliance with Instructions

6.1            All intending players are required to comply with instructions as and when given by either State Selectors, Selectors on tour, State Director of Coaching, Team Manager or Team Captain.

6.2             Players who breach such instructions or are the subject of a Report may be summoned to appear before the State Selectors or a Disciplinary Tribunal.

7.  Umpiring Component

7.1             Players may be required to undertake an approved Umpiring Test either before or after the selection of a team.
